Background: The negative impact of oral diseases on the function, economy, and general health of the
population are well-documented. In the last decades, evidence linking increased expression of depression
.and oral diseases/conditions has significantly increased.
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The phenomenon of suicide has accompanied human gatherings from the beginning, but recently the

frequency of this negative situation has escalated to the point where it calls everyone, including academic
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researchers, to think and strive seriously to develop solutions, after studying suicide and understanding its

causes and devastating impact on society as a whole.

During the past days, news has spread about suicide incidents of four Yazidi girls inside the refugee
camps, after more than six years of their displacement, fleeing the crimes and brutality of the terrorist
organization (ISIS). Living conditions, and knowing how they ended up after the terrorists attacked their

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Abstract:

The pathophysiology of depression is not yet understood, but the current theories center around
monoaminergic systems, the circadian rhythm, immunological dysfunction, HPA axis dysfunction and
structural or functional abnormalities of emotional circuits .The monoamine theory, derived from the efficacy
of monoaminergic drugs in treating depression, was the dominant theory until recently. The theory
postulates that insufficient activity of monoamine neurotransmitters is the primary cause of depression.
Evidence for the monoamine theory comes from multiple areas. Acute depletion of tryptophan, a
necessary precursor of serotonin, a monoamine, can cause depression in those in remission or relatives of
depressed patients; this suggests that decreased serotonergic neurotransmission is important in
depression. Decreased size of the locus coeruleus, decreased activity of tyrosine hydroxylase, increased
density of alpha-2 adrenergic receptor, and evidence from rat models suggest decreased adrenergic
neurotransmission in depression. Furthermore, decreased levels of homovanillic acid, altered response to
dextroamphetamine, responses of depressive symptoms to dopamine receptor agonists, decreased
dopamine receptor D1 binding in the striatum, and polymorphism of dopamine receptor genes implicate
dopamine, another monoamine, in depression. Lastly, increased activity of monoamine oxidase, which
degrades monoamines, has been associated with depression. However, this theory is inconsistent with the
fact that serotonin depletion does not cause depression in healthy persons, the fact that antidepressants
instantly increase levels of monoamines but take weeks to work, and the existence of atypical
antidepressants which can be effective despite not targeting this pathway. One proposed explanation for
the therapeutic lag, and further support for the deficiency of monoamines, is a desensitization of self-

inhibition in raphe nuclei by the increased serotonin mediated by antidepressants. However, disinhibition of
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the dorsal raphe has been proposed to occur as a result of decreased serotonergic activity in tryptophan
depletion, resulting in a depressed state mediated by increased serotonin. Further countering the
monoamine hypothesis is the fact that rats with lesions of the dorsal raphe are not more depressive than
controls, the finding of increased jugular 5-HIAA in depressed patients that normalized with SSRI
treatment, and the preference for carbohydrates in depressed patients. Already limited, the monoamine
hypothesis has been further oversimplified when presented to the general public. Immune system
abnormalities have been observed, including increased levels of cytokines involved in generating sickness
behavior (which shares overlap with depression). The effectiveness of nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs
(NSAIDs) and cytokine inhibitors in treating depression, and normalization of cytokine levels after

successful treatment further suggest immune system abnormalities in depression.

HPA axis abnormalities have been suggested in depression given the association of CRHR1 with
depression and the increased frequency of dexamethasone test non-suppression in depressed patients.
However, this abnormality is not adequate as a diagnosis tool, because its sensitivity is only 44%. These
stress—related abnormalities have been hypothesized to be the cause of hippocampal volume reductions
seen in depressed patients. Furthermore, a meta—analysis yielded decreased dexamethasone suppression,
and increased response to psychological stressors. Further abnormal results have been obscured with the

cortisol awakening response, with increased response being associated with depression.

And it consists of (26) paragraphs in the
style of declarative statements And in front of each paragraph there are five graduated alternatives to the
answer that are (applies to always, applies to often, applies to sometimes, applies to me rarely, does not
apply to me) given to them upon correction grades (1.2.3.4.5) respectively for the paragraphs formulated
towards measuring kindness to the self The correction of the formulated paragraphs reflects the opposite of
the scale, and a scale of counter—preoccupation was built based on the theory (Leon Festinger 1957)
Inlight of the definition of counter—prejudice, three domains of counter—prejudice have been identified (the
first domain, self-affirmation, the second domain, logical thinking, and the third domain of persuasion), and
30 paragraphs were formulated for the counter-arousal scale of (10) items for each area.The
psychological characteristics were extracted from the validity and stability, in addition to distinguishing the
paragraphs. The two scales were distributed to the research sample of (150) male and female students of
the third and fourth grades from different departments, for each of the Faculties of Education for
Humanities and Education for Girls, at Dhi Qar University.The results were concluded that the research
sample enjoys self-pity and antipathy. Also, there are no statistically significant differences due to the
gender variable. And the presence of a positive correlation between both variables.

In light of the research results; Several recommendations and suggestions were made.
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
